(v) As per the provisions of the RTE Act and Rules and the Karnataka Education Act and Rules the school shall also
sdmit children with special needs / special children.

(vi) Appointed teachers shall possess the minimum qualifications as prescribed for primary and high school teachers
in the RTE Act and Rules and the Karnataka Education Act and Rules and Government Orders.

(vii) Salary and allowances payable to teachers and terms and conditions of service shall be as prescribed by the
State Government. And salaries are paid to teachers through government notification [Prospective Fund (P)) and
payable bank and other salaries and subject to Employee State Insurance (ESI).

(viii) Teachers shall perform the duties prescribed under Section 24[1] of the Act and the RTE Act and Rules and Rule
17 of the Karnataka Education Act and Rules and shall not engage themselves in private tuitions for supervisory

considerations.

11. Adherence to the academic state curriculum and state text books to which the school is affiliated.

12 The school shall maintain the norms and standards as specified in Section-19 of the Karnataka Education Act.
Appointment of departmental staff as prescribed in the Karnataka Education Act and Rules.

13. School buildings and other basic facilities associated with the school should not be given over to any commercial
activities or political and non-educational activities during the day or night.
